Canton High School and modern upgrades), we have an incredible range 
of spaces – rooms with period features, a large open-plan concourse, and 
beautiful gardens that could help bring your vision to life. 

Cinema hire and film screenings
We have three cinema screens which are very different in size and 
style, but all are perfect for private screenings, industry presentations or 
corporate conferences. Our visitor services team and highly experienced 
in-house projectionists can support all of your event needs.

Public performances
We have two black box theatre spaces that are perfect for public 
performances. Our theatres are equipped with comprehensive lighting and 
sound systems which are paired with excellent internet connectivity. Our 
visitor services team and highly experienced technicians can support all of 
your needs.

Rehearsals 
We have lots of spaces suitable for rehearsals, and many recent theatre 
shows in Wales and beyond have used them during the early stages of 
development.

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LOCATION AND ACCESS

Getting here
We’re easily accessed by public transport. Buses C1, 13, 17 and 18 stop on 
Cowbridge Road East, just a couple of minutes walk from us. 
Ninian Park train station is a 10-15 minute walk from the venue.
We have covered bike storage outside our front entrance.

ACCESS
We’re committed to making our venue accessible to everyone.
We have four Blue Badge spaces in our front car park but please note the 
ground is a little uneven. We have free parking at the rear of the building 
with six dedicated Blue Badge spaces.
We have flat access to the front and rear of the building through automatic 
doors and lift access to the first floor.
All of our hire spaces are suitable for wheelchair users and most are fitted 
with hearing assistance devices. 
We welcome assistance dogs in all areas of the building.

Toilets
On the ground floor, we have all-gender toilets with flat access, and gender-
specific toilets off our cinema corridor and up two steps. There are two 
wheelchair-accessible changing facilities with toilets, and one Changing Places 
facility (providing sufficient space and equipment for those who can’t use the 
toilet independently).
On the first floor, we have gender-specific toilets close to the theatre and 
one wheelchair-accessible toilet, all with flat access.

Prayer Space
We can offer a quiet room for prayer. Please ask a member of our team who’ll 
be happy to help you find a private space where available.

Are there any general rules? 
Within reason you can decorate the room to your specification. We don’t 
allow naked flames, and ask you to leave the room as you found it.

What events are not suitable? 
We do not support direct fundraising events, religious services or meetings 
for political parties held in our public spaces.

Can I host a regular hire? 
Yes, we have many regular classes, meetings and workshops here, and you 
can discuss your requirements with the team. 

Would my hire be advertised on your website or promoted on your social 
media platforms? 
No, although if you hire a space for a long-term booking, we may include 
you in our ‘What’s On’ section on the website.

Can I reserve parking spaces for my event?
Parking is limited, but we can reserve spaces for you on request for large-
scale events, unloading equipment or to support your access needs.

Do you have electric vehicle charging facilities?
We don’t but you can find some nearby on Harvey Street or in the Severn 
Road car park.
