2. Project Updates

Key events
Taking Root Executive Director featured in CBC documentary

This spring, our Executive Director and co-founder Kahlil Baker was the subject of a Canadian Broadcasting
Corporation (CBC) documentary focusing on his work with Taking Root. The documentary is part of a series, “We
Are Canada” which introduces viewers to new generation of Canadian change-makers whose life’s work is shaping
the world for the better. Kahlil was one of 11 Canadians
chosen for the series. Film makers traveled to Nicaragua
to document how Kahlil developed Taking Root’s
approach to tackling deforestation by generating income
for smallholder farmers.

Taking Root hosts an international farmer exchange

In October of 2017, Taking Root hosted representatives of farmer coops from Ethiopia, Peru, Nicaragua, Honduras,
Guatemala and Mexico for a workshop on reforestation. The objective was to transfer successful elements of its
reforestation model to their respective countries.

The workshop was not a teacher student model but rather
an exchange where farmers shared their valuable
experiences and insights, notably on growing organic
coffee, improving soil health, and working with farmers.

Cooperative Coffees coordinated this farmer exchange in
collaboration with Taking Root. Cooperative Coffees is a
cooperative of fair-trade and organic coffee roasters from
across Canada and the USA that are deeply committed to
improving the environmental and social impacts along the
coffee value chain.

One of the important outcomes of this exchange was the
desire to explore the use of Taking Root’s award-winning traceability and monitoring technology to other farmer
cooperatives across Latin America and Africa. The technology is the culmination of 10 years of technical experience,
allowing users to easily quantify the social and environmental impacts of their work. Ultimately, we hope that this
can help bring more market power to farmers.

Key developments
Taking Root woodcrafts now on shelves in Vancouver’s Beyond Bread

This year we were proud to introduce our woodcrafts to the local Vancouver retailer, Beyond Bread. Our products
include serving boards and serving spoons, and are all made from trees harvested sustainably from Taking Root’s
program. The most important part of this achievement is that the sale of these crafts means farmers living on less
than $2/day can now earn an additional income from growing trees.
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The crafts are fabricated at Taking Root’s wood processing shop in Nicaragua
using a combination of trees from Taking Root’s reforestation program and
discarded wood from less efficient sawmills in the region. The most common
species in the wood crafts is caesalpinia velutina, which is the primary species of
wood planted in the program.

In October 2016, Beyond Bread’s Jim Tai and Sean King traveled to Nicaragua to
learn more about Taking Root’s reforestation program. According to Jim Tai,
“What Kahlil and the Taking Root team are doing is truly remarkable. This non-
profit organization does an amazing job of fostering environmental stewardship
while also providing farmers with much needed financial support. Our
involvement is a rewarding partnership using business to affect positive change in
something we value. | encourage you to learn more about this unique project an
share the Taking Root story with others.”




Organizational developments

Taking Root launches new company to sell ‘reforestation coffee’ from
farmers

This year, Taking Root created a new company in order to commercialize timber and coffee produced by farmers
participating in the Communitree program. The company was created to further Taking Root’s mandate of making
reforestation an attractive land-use choice for smallholder farmers. This initiative represents the next phase in the
model that incentivizes reforestation while creating real economic opportunities for farmers at scale.

Through this business, Taking Root will continue to provide loans, inputs, and technical assistance to farmers to
help increase yields while creating relationships with buyers that value the environmental impacts embedded in
Taking Root’s reforestation products.

The success of this model will depend in part on its use of Taking Root’s Farm-Trace software (formerly SCPIMS).
Farm-Trace has allowed Taking Root to work with smallholders while monitoring impacts at low cost. But Farm-
Trace also has an application as a traceability tool: Just as carbon offset buyers can view farm-level social and
environmental impacts of offset purchases, coffee and timber buyers will be able to trace their commodities back
to farms, linking their purchases to reforestation, carbon sequestration, and livelihood improvements.

This last year, the team worked on establishing relationships with buyers of reforestation coffee and timber,
reaching out to both wholesale and niche buyers of premium products throughout Europe and the Americas. In
2018, Taking root will begin purchasing larger quantities of wood and coffee from farmers working with Taking
Root, expanding the market for fully traceable reforestation products.

Key challenges

Changes to our information management system: Farm-Trace gets a
facelift

Taking Root’s ability to provide professional extension services to hundreds of smallholder farmers while tracking
important social and environmental impacts rests in large part on our mobile data collection and analytics system,
Farm-Trace (formerly SCPIMS). Farm-Trace has allowed Taking Root to become a recognized leader in the provision
of technological solutions for smallholder systems, while delivering our program efficiently and effectively.

This year, because of discussions with new types of stakeholders such as coffee traders, representatives from
farmer cooperatives, and our biggest cohort of newly recruited farmers yet, we came to appreciate the value of
Farm-Trace in a new way. The platform is valuable not only to programmes like ours, but to actors all along
sustainable supply chains, from farmers to aggregators to purchasers and consumers. Many of these potential user
groups have expressed an interest in using Farm-Trace in their own smallholder supply chains. For this reason,
Taking Root undertook some major technical changes to the system in order to make the system more robust,
more scalable, and more user-friendly.

We have hired new technical staff to implement an overhaul of the system’s database in such a way that allows us
to share the platform with new users. We are also improving the way our technicians use the product in the field.
This means that we will be working with a new mobile app developer to ensure the most intuitive ‘front end’ for
the software.

As our system improves, we are looking forward to making the software available to different users around the
world in 2018.




Completing transition of financial management

This year, Taking Root continued to work with Naturebank on completing the transition of financial management
over to the Vancouver office. Naturebank now holds responsibility for Taking Root’s accounting, and completed a
financial audit during the year’s third quarter.

Naturebank and Taking Root also undertook the hiring of new members of the accounting team who have Spanish
fluency, in order to ease communication between the Vancouver and Nicaragua offices. With the hiring of Spanish-
speaking staff on the Vancouver finance team, Taking Root will benefit from streamlined accounting and operating
procedures in the coming year. We look forward to completing this transition and welcome our new accounting
staff to the team.

Future developments

Partnership with Thermotech Combustion

Last year, Taking Root reported that we had developed a relationship with retired combustion specialist Daniel St-
Pierre in order to develop a charcoal reactor which could accommodate the specific needs of a smallholder system.
Turning waste wood (the wood left over after a tree is milled) into biochar is an excellent way to increase the value
of a tree for farmers. However most biochar reactors are prohibitively expensive, and those that can be sourced
cheaply tend to be very polluting. Designing a reactor that is both affordable and effective for small pieces of waste
wood presents a design challenge.

That is why this year, Taking Root has partnered with Thermotech Combustion to further our progress in this area.
Thermotech Combustion is a Canadian firm with decades of experience designing energy efficient power plants and
furnaces. Thermotech Combustion’s enthusiasm for sustainability makes them a great candidate to take up this
challenge, and they have brought their expert team of engineers, gas specialists, welders and electricians to the
task.

Stay tuned for developments as we continue to work with Thermotech Combustion on this important issue.

Changes to project documentation since last annual report

No technical specifications have been added of modified since the 2016 Annual Report. Taking Root continues to
focus on its existing afforestation types: silvopastoral planting, boundary planting, mixed species forest plantation,
and coffee agroforestry.




Activities, Total Program Size, and Participation

Current land-use activities

Taking Root continues to implement the Mixed Species Forest Plantation, Boundary Planting, Silvopastoral Planting
and the new Coffee Agroforestry technical specifications. All technical specifications can be downloaded via the

Mixed Species Forest Plantation

Land-use activities for 2017 vintage focused mainly on the Mixed Species Forest Plantation. This technical
specification involves planting and intensively managing multi-purpose mixed species forest plantations on
participating smallholders’ land. All of the species selected are native to the region and are chosen in consultation
with local smallholder groups and professional foresters.

Boundary Planting

Otherwise known as living fences, Boundary Planting is a way of introducing a variety of tree species along a
property line to replace fencing over time, as opposed to building and maintaining fences made of timber. While
sequestering carbon dioxide, this system helps diversify income, build long-lasting fences, and produce highly
prized timber in the long run. This technical specification was added in 2011.

Silvopastoral Planting

The Silvopastoral Planting technical specification acknowledges the need for cattle pastures by integrating trees
and improved pasture with livestock. The trees improve pasture productivity, provide shade, and produce timber
and forage for the farmers and their cattle. The short rotation nitrogen-fixing species are harvested at a young age,
providing building posts while fertilizing the soil. Silvopastoral Planting sequesters carbon dioxide, provides
ecosystem services in the short run, and sustainably produced, highly prized timber in the long run. Additionally,
the system helps improve the pasture below the trees and adds biomass to the soil. This technical specification was
added in 2012.

Coffee Agroforestry

The Coffee Agroforestry technical specification is the newest of Taking Root’s reforestation technologies introduced
in 2016. It is designed to help smallholders adapt to climate change by establishing new high-yielding rust resistant
coffee agroforestry systems at higher elevations in order to improve smallholders’ income while mitigating climate
change. Financial incentives in the form of payments for ecosystem services incentivize the establishment of new
coffee agroforestry systems at incrementally higher elevations where temperatures are cooler and therefore less
susceptible to rust attacks. Furthermore, we are introducing new high quality, rust resistant coffee varieties and
providing technical training in the region.

Summary of 2016 results for previous plan vivos

Due to the continuous growth of the CommuniTree Carbon Program, the time required to monitor 10% of every
parcel planted increases every year. For this reason, Taking Root’s 2016 Annual Report included 2016 monitoring
results for 2016 plan vivos and 2015 monitoring results for 2010-2015. The 2016 monitoring results for 2010-2015
plan vivos were recorded in early 2017 and are now reported in Table 6 below. 2017 monitoring of 2010-2016 plan
vivos will be conducted in the coming months and reported in next year’s report.

As such, half of Taking Root’s permanent employment positions and half
of its board of directors are women. The large discrepancy comes from the seasonal employment generated through the
program where participating farmers employ men to help them plant trees, something Taking Root has little control over.

6. Ongoing Community Participation
Taking Root continues to build community participation through existing methods and continuous experiments in

the development of new methods. The existing methods used throughout the year include planting manuals,
community consultations, community-led training and radio announcements.

Furthermore, Taking Root uses the following methods to promote community participation:

Technician training: the aim is to help technicians better inform the community. Training covers key points
such as program financing and the link between the program and climate change. Smallholders are later
asked to answer to test the effectiveness of the training and evaluate the success of each technician’s
communications.

Producer exchange workshops: Smallholders joining the program in 2016 were invited to visit farmers
who had joined in previous years to learn from their peers.

Community education workshops: Taking Root staff regularly host information sessions to explain the
various activities taking place throughout the year. Workshop themes included pruning and clearing
around trees, information on the local environmental laws, and more. The information sessions usually
involve a component of learning by doing.

Presenting the local forest law: Following last year’s success, the CommuniTree Program has continued
holding community workshops specifically on the local forest laws. This approach makes these often
complex laws much more tangible for farmers.
