What is IPTV? 
 
IPTV (Internet Protocol Television) delivers live TV through the internet, replacing traditional 
cable and satellite services at a fraction of the cost. 
 
Cable and satellite were simply a delivery mechanism for live channels and there is no longer a 
need for those legacy systems.  High speed Internet can now deliver live TV channels in HD. 
 
The main reason users are making the switch is that using an IPTV service can save them 
hundreds of dollars per year. 
 
There are thousands of IPTV providers, but not all are equal. Some are verified and available in 
app stores, while others are unverified and require side-loading. 
 

●​ Verified Services – Found in official app stores like Amazon and Google Play. Examples 
include YouTube TV and Sling, though these cost significantly more. 

●​ Unverified Services – Not available in app stores and may require third-party apps. 
Licensing status is unclear, and security risks exist. A VPN is recommended for privacy. 
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If you are brand new to IPTV, it is important to be very careful about who to trust regrading this 
topic. Reddit is often a starting point for IPTV discussions, but we do not consider it a reliable 
source for streaming advice. 
 

IPTV Requirements 
 
 
Before choosing a provider, consider these key factors: 
 

●​ High-Speed Internet – At least 15 Mbps is recommended to avoid IPTV buffering. 
●​ Streaming Device – Android-based devices work best for side-loading apps. Popular 

choices include Firestick, Fire TV, NVIDIA Shield, Onn 4K Plus, and IPTV boxes. 
●​ Live TV (IPTV) Player – While some of the platforms listed below have a standalone 

app, most require the use of an IPTV Player such as XCIPTV or IPTV Smarters. 
●​ VPN Protection – Hides your IP address from ISPs, government agencies, and hackers. 
●​ Anonymous Email – Use a disposable email like StartMail instead of sharing personal 

information with unverified providers.

While Pluto TV is free to use, this live TV platform is becoming one of the most popular services 
in the world. 
 
This ad-supported streaming service includes over 250 live channels and thousands of 
on-demand movies and TV shows. It’s an excellent option for cord-cutters looking to access live 
content without a subscription. 
 
Popular channels included in Pluto TV include CBS News, BBC News, FOX Sports, NBC 
Sports, NFL Channel, PFL, Dateline 24/7, Pluto Classic TV, Pluto Icons, and much more.

Currently, some of the available selections with DirecTV Stream include ESPN, FS1, Fox

$7.99 per month for “Premium” and $13.99 per month for “Premium Plus.” 
 
With “Premium Plus” you remove all ads and can download content offline to your devices. 
 
Some of the available options with Peacock TV include NBC News, Dateline 24/7, Premier 
League, WWE, NBC Sports, and dozens of local channels.

Spectrum TV is a cable television service that offers live TV channels, on-demand content, and 
DVR capabilities. 



 
While Spectrum TV requires a traditional cable subscription, this live TV service also offers a 
streaming app that allows customers to watch their cable package on various devices. 
 
Notable programs included in a Spectrum TV subscription include CNN, FOX, A&E, ESPN, 
Discovery, AMC, Nickelodeon, Food Network, and other networks you would find in traditional 
cable lineups.

10. Tugo TV 
 
 
Tugo TV claims to be “changing TV for good. This is a lesser-known IPTV service that offers a 
wide range of international channels and on-demand content at competitive prices. 
 
A subscription to Tugo TV includes over 125 live channels, catch-up, local stations, three 
connections, and more for $29.99 per month. One selling points of this service is its access to 
international channels not found in most other services.

Is IPTV Legal? 
 
 
As mentioned above, some unverified IPTV services do not have the proper licensing so yes, 
they would be considered illegal. 
 
It’s impossible for us (THE BEST IPTV) to determine whether an IPTV service holds the proper 
licensing for the channels that they deliver. 
 
Due to the difficulty in determining whether an IPTV service is legal or not, we take the following 
stance: 
 
“THE BEST IPTV does not verify whether or not IPTV services carry the proper licensing for the 
content that they broadcast.  The end-user shall be solely liable for any application or service 
used on their streaming devices.” 
 
If a reputable distributor such as Amazon or Google includes an IPTV service in their official app 
store, you can be certain that it is legal. The same is true for Android TV Boxes which include 
the Google Play Store. 
 
We haven’t seen a situation in which subscribers are targeted by law enforcement or lawsuits 
when an unverified IPTV service is terminated.  How can IPTV subscribers be targeted when 
they assume they are purchasing a legal service? 
 
We suggest reading our separate resource on IPTV legality for everything you need to know 
before streaming. 
 
How to Protect Yourself When Streaming IPTV 
 
 
You shouldn’t use an IPTV service that doesn’t allow you to use a VPN in conjunction with it. 
 
Running a VPN will protect your identity and security when using IPTV applications that haven’t 
been vetted by a reputable organization. In short, a VPN will make you anonymous while using 
the Internet. 
 
One thing to note when testing different providers is whether or not their service works with a 
VPN.  If the IPTV Service is not “location locked”, a VPN should work fine with the service. 
 
A quality VPN will help evade censorship due to geographic locations, which is especially 
important for sports and MMA fans looking to watch the big events! 
 



It’s important to know that some ISPs block unverified IPTV services and the only way to access 
them is by using a VPN. A VPN encrypts your connection to the Internet so it is impossible for 
your ISP to censor what you want to access online.

Final Thoughts from THE BEST IPTV 
 
Overall, IPTV services offer an attractive alternative to expensive cable packages, but it’s 
important you understand the risks before purchasing an unverified option. 
 
Always use a quality VPN like Surfshark to protect yourself when streaming, use an anonymous 
email to register, and use a third-party payment method like Bitcoin or PayPal.
