@ The Philippians continued on their journey as believers obediently,

STUAY even during Paul’s absence, and they learnt that you can’t do
anything without God’s help (vv12-13).

If you stay close to God you will be able to pass on
something of His light to other people who live without Him (vv14-

15).
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Paul worked very hard leading people such as the Philippians to
Christ and helping them grow in the faith (v16).
