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PREFACE 

THE list of apprentices which forms the subject matter of this 
book, was prepared by Mr. Charles Edward Atkins, who for 
forty-two years has been a Member of the Court of Assistants of 
the Company, and Master of the Company during the years 1897, 
1909, and 1928. 

Between the Company and the members of the family of 
Atkins, an association has now existed for more than one hundred 
and seventy-two years, in the persons of : 

1. Francis Atkins, born in 1730, apprenticed in 1746, Free­
man 1759, Livery 1796, became a member of the Court 
of Assistants in 1773, and having acted as Master in 
1781, was elected as Clerk to the Company on the 5th 
December 1785. 

2. George Atkins, a son of Francis, admitted to the Freedom 
and elected to the Livery in the year 1 788, became a 
member of the Court of Assistants in 1788, and was 
chosen as Clerk to the Company on the death of his 
father in 1809. 

3. Samuel Elliott Atkins, a son of George Atkins, was appren­
ticed in 1821, Freeman 1831, Livery 1839, was chosen 
as Clerk to the Company on the death of his father in 
1843, which office he held until 1879. 

Thus for ninety-six years the office of Clerk to the Company 
was held by successive members of the Atkins family, and prior 
to the death of the last named, his eldest son George William 
Atkins was admitted to the Freedom and elected to the Livery, 
to be followed some three years later by his younger brother 
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Preface 

Charles Edward Atkins, the result of whose labours the Court 
of Assistants now publish, commemorative of the Tercentenary of 
the Company. 

The manuscripts have been revised by Mr. Bernard Kettle, 
also a Member of the Court of Assistants, and who for very many 
years held the office of Librarian at the Guildhall. 

By the liberality of Mr. Francis Bryant Adams, not only has 
the book been printed and published, but a copy presented to each 
member of the Livery in commemoration of the Tercentenary of 
the Company. 

The list discloses that one Francis Bryant Adams of Clerken­
well was apprenticed by the Company on the 26th July 1792, and 
the Company's History records that not less than four of Mr. 
Francis Bryant Adams's forebears were members of the Livery of 
the Company, one other of whom, in addition to our generous 
benefactor, twice held the office of Master. 

It is clear that the trade of the clockmaker was in some meas­
ure controlled by the Blacksmiths' Company prior to the incor­
poration of the Clockmakers' Company, and that a certain number 
of apprentices to clockmakers were bound by the Blacksmiths' 
Company, but references to Clockmakers in the Minute Books of 
that Company prior to the early days of the 17th century are 
rare, and it would seem probable ·that the Clockmakers of the 
16th century and before were apprenticed as Blacksmiths. 

The date when the words " clock " and " clockmaker " came 
into use, seems to be a matter of some difference of opinion amongst 
students of ancient horology, and perhaps, therefore, one or two 
of the earliest known records of the use of the words may not be 
without interest.

The Records of the Company of Clockmakers from the date 
of its incorporation by Royal Charter granted by Charles I on the 
22nd August 1631, escaped the Fire of London, and are now pre­
served, absolutely intact, in the Guildhall Library, under an Agree­
ment entered into between the Corporation of London and the 
Company. 

From these Records, including the Court Minute Books of the 
Company, consisting of fourteen volumes beginning 12th October 
1632 to date, the Registers of Apprenticeships and the Registers of 
Freemen, the information contained in this book has been obtained. 

Criticisms perhaps may be levelled against the Company for 
publishing a volume which many may describe as of no greater 
interest to the reader than a London or Provincial Town Direc­
tory; but the Court of the Company feel that accurate and authori­
tative information as to those who in the past three hundred years 
have carried on a craft in which the Englishman has always excelled, 
and still excels, will be welcomed in a reliable reference book, 
by the very numerous collectors of old watches and clocks, not 
only at home and m the British Colonies and Dependencies, 
but probably also in every civilized country throughout the 
globe. 

Again, from the numerous enquiries from time to time received 
from overseas and elsewhere, it is clear that those abroad who 
have attained eminence in the Art, owe in large measure such suc­
cess to the knowledge which they or their forefathers gained when 
studying as apprentices to Freemen of the Company of Clock­
makers in England. 
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Preface 

As an addition to the numerous publications of the Genealogi­
cal Society, the Harleian Society, and others, this volume may 
perhaps take its place, particularly when it is realized that there 
are many representatives of the Church, the State, Law, Art, 
Literature, .M.edicine, and other vocations, who will find particulars 
of their ancestry-perhaps unknown to them-recorded in the 
archives of the Company of Clockmakers. 

Of the family of Pepys, for example, we chronicle the appren­
ticeship of no less than eight members. The relationship between 
these apprentices and the Diarist is not known, but from this stock 
is traced the genealogy of the Lord Chancellor of England who 
bore that name. 

It is confidently anticipated that the modern representatives 
of many historic families will find in this book information, which 
could not possibly be obtained elsewhere, and that search through 
its pages will yield much that is of human interest : 

A village street in Dorsetshire in the reign of George IV ; 
the stage coach, the last farewell of the son to he apprenticed ; 
the journey through Salisbury, Andover, Farnham, Guildford ; the 
arrival in London for the first time ; the ceremony of apprentice­
ship by the Court of the Company. Thus may a present member 
of the Court of Assistants be able to identify an ancestor of some 
1 So years ago. 

Or again, a boy who has received his education at Christ's 
Hospital (Blue Coat School) elects to become an apprentice to 
the clock and watchmaking industry, ·which he chooses as his career 
in life. The mother presents her petition for financial assistance 
to the Governors of the Hospital ; eight pounds is paid by the 
Governors to the Clockmakers' Company ; the boy is appren­
ticed ; later becomes a Freeman, and the family is now repre­
sented by a distinguished Prelate of the Anglican Church. 

Or there may be traced a romantic story of the 19th century, 
telling of a small shop in Liverpool ; a season of adversity ; the 
tramp to London, and the search for work in the City, and attached 
to these facts, a name now known throughout the length and 
breadth of the horological world. 

Or we get a vision of old London Bridge. Are there not 
some now whom it would interest to discover the names and 
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addresses of their forefathers who carried on business, probably 
with closed windows, upon this otherwise healthy site ? 

From the Register also will be gleaned some idea of the 
influence and reputation of the Company during its earlier history, 
and the world-wide area from which apprentices were drawn. 
From overseas apprentices came from such diversified places as 
Rapahanack River in Virginia, Dominica in the West Indies, 
Schenectady in North America, Oporto, New Jersey, Calcutta, 
Quebec, Bombay, New York, Peterhof in Russia, and Prince of 
Wales Island, whilst practically every county in England is repre­
sented in the list. 

An apprentice (so called from the French verb apprenore, to 
learn) is a person bound by indenture to serve a Master for a 
certain term, and receiving in return instruction in his Master's 
trade or profession. 

In the City of London apprentices were admitted through 
the Guilds, and they alone obtained the freedom of the craft after 
their term had been served, and the particular regulation in regard 
to the apprentices of the Clockmakers' Company, which ensured 
the craftsmanship of the apprentice seeking admission to the 
freedom of the Company, is contained in the Company's Ordi­
nances and is worthy of quotation: 

" Item, it is ordained, that every apprentice having truly 
served his apprenticeship, and being admitted a Freeman of 
the said Society, shall, according to the custom of other Com­
panies, serve his Master, or some other of the same Fellow­
ship, by the space of two years as journeyman ; and, at the 
end of the same two years, it shall be, by virtue hereof, lawful 

· for the Master or Warden, or Wardens, of the said Fellow­
ship, with the consent of the greater part of the Assistants 
of the said Fellowship, to call any person or persons what­
soever, being a member or professor of the same trade, before 
he or they be admitted, or allowed of, to be a lawful master, 
to bring in his or their masterpiece or masterpieces, which 
he or they shall be appointed to make by the Master, Wardens, 
and Assistants, or the major part of them (whereof the Master 
and one of the Wardens to be two), what piece, or what 
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manner of a whole or intire piece, he shall make, and where 
he shall make it, which, being by the Master, Wardens, and 
Assistants, of the said Company or Fellowship, or the more 
part of them, allowed and approved of he shall, from thence­
forth, be admitted to be a workmaster of the said Society, 
and not before ; for which said admittance he shall pay to 
the use of the said Master, Wardens, and Fellowship, the 
sum of twenty shillings, and to the clerk three shillings four 
pence, and to the beadle twelve-pence. 

" Yet, if at any time, after the time and expiration of 
the first year, any journeyman whatsoever shall make suit 
unto the Master, Wardens, and Court of Assistants, to 
have the privilege and leave to make and bring in his master­
piece, to be allowed of by them at a General Court of Assist­
ants to be by them holden, that then, upon such suit made, 
if upon his sufficiency it shall please the said Master, Wardens, 
and Court of Assistants, or the major part of them, upon 
view of his workmanship, to admit of the same, then it shall 
be, by virtue of these presents, lawful to admit him or them 
accordingly, upon such reasonable fine or fines, as, in the 
discretions of the Master, Wardens, and Court of Assistants, 
or the major part, shall be thought fit." 

Scott's novel, The ForluneJ of Nigel, opens with a delightful 
account of the first Master of the Clockmakers' Company and his 
two apprentices. David Ramsay, we are told, was an ingenious 
but whimsical and self-opinioned mechanic, who held the post of 
maker of watches and horologes to His Majesty, James I, and 
had a shop within Temple Bar, a few yards eastward of St. Dun­
stan's Church. At the back of his shop was a room where he 
pursued his craft and taught his apprentices. In the story the two 
apprentices are called Vincent and Tunstall. We are told that 
Vincent was a Londoner and had been educated at the excellent 
foundation of Christ's Church Hospital, and that Tunstall was a 
Northerner of a poor but aristocratic family which had consis­
tently fought on the Lancastrian side. This is probably a true 
indication of the classes from which the apprentices were drawn 
at the time of the foundation of our Company. While the Master 
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was busy the apprentices minded the shop and advertised their 
wares by calling " ·what d'ye lack 1 What d'ye lack 1 Clocks, 
watches, Barnacles," and when, as sometimes happened, the cry 
of " 'Prentices-'prentices ! Clubs-clubs," rang along Fleet 
Street, they ran off to join in the melee, leaving David to mind 
the shop. " Unwilling to renounce the train of calculation he had 
put in progress, he mingled whimsically with the fragments of the 
arithmetical operation his oratory to the passengers and angry 
reflections on his idle apprentices-' What d'ye lack, sir? Madam, 
what d'ye lack ?-clocks for hall or table-night watches-day 
watches? Locking wheel being 48-the pinion of retort 8-the 
striking pins are 48-What d'ye lack, honoured sir ?-That the 
knaves should have gone out this blessed minute 1 I will switch 
them both when I come back-I will, by the bones of the immortal 
Napier l '" 

In an appendix to this volume (pages 334-339) a list will 
be found of those who were apprenticed to some of the more 
eminent clockmakers, information which it is difficult to obtain 
from a perusal of the list of apprentices. 

So many Clockmakers of world-wide reputation have filled 
the office of Master of the Company that an Appendix has been 
prepared giving the names and dates of election of those who 
during the 300 years of the Company's existence have filled that 
post, which list will be found on pages 324-332, and on the follow­
ing page will be found the names and dates of election of the seven­
teen-in the words of the Company's Charter-" discreet per­
sons " who have filled the office of Clerk, which list concludes 
with the name of the present clerk,
