Spawning details:

The group spawned in the early evening and engaged in the typical “T” clinch position after a series of small
chases by the dominant males. 3 pairs out of the 4 were involved in the spawning, which lasted for around three hours. The females deposited eggs in ones or twos on either the tank glass low to the sand or inside the java moss. These were easily collected 4 hours later and were not predated upon by the adults.

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Notes: A fairly easy to trigger species that produces a good number of eggs weekly if allowed to from a 50% cooler water change. CW140 is a very slow growing species like C. araguaiaensis with juveniles reaching half the parent size in around 6 months. 
CW140 is a very social and active species that shares its tank with a small endler guppy species which, act as a dither fish and often feed together. 
This was the first time CW140 had ever been spawned in captivity 
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
