Literacy links:

Many music hall acts used alliteration to make their acts sound more exciting e.g. ‘Miniature Marie’ or ‘Daisy and Dots’.

Other acts used exotic language or place names to make their acts sound more unusual and intriguing e.g. ‘Les Bons Bons’ or ‘Zehini and Son, the Great Parisian Acrobats’.

The Chairman would use a great array of adjectives to introduce each act; a good way to expand pupils’ vocabulary.
