We were incredibly sad to have lost Indian Haven 
in 2023. A tough, talented racehorse who won the 
Gr.1 Irish 2000 Guineas and was one of the few 
remaining sire lines to the Byerley Turk.

Walzertakt had a super year at stud. We had 
his first GB foals; and I am thrilled with them, 
great minds, big easy movers and with plenty 
of substance. He covered 80 mares this year 
and I can’t wait to see the foals arrive in 2024. 

On the track from limited numbers, he has 
also produced some exciting young NH horses. 
Unfortunately, Walzertakt will not be covering 
in 2024 due to a surgical procedure in the summer 
and with his welfare paramount he will be given 
all the time he needs to fully recuperate.

Planteur continues to produce results on the 
racetrack. His flag bearer on the flat Trueshan 
had another good season and was crowned Cartier 
Stayer of the Year for a second time. Similarly, 
his top performer over fences Gran Diose, had a 
fantastic 12 months winning two Gr.2 Chases and 
recently finished second in a Gr.1 Chase at Auteuil. 

Across both codes Planteur is a stallion that is 
producing tough, sound and versatile progeny. 

For the NH breeder, in his last two seasons in 
France he covered 117 mares, with these crops now 
turning two and three and a greater proportion 
out of NH mares, I am really looking forward to 
seeing them race. For the flat breeder, he has a 

31% win strike rate with his two-year-olds (30% of 
his progeny run at two). Those figures continue an 
upward trajectory and by the time they are four-
year-olds the win rate is 54.9%. 

Hellvelyn continues to produce, tough, sound 
and trainable winners. He is also starting to show 
his strength as a broodmare sire, with Gr.2 winner 
Asymmetric and Gr.3 winner Mill Stream.

We welcomed Bangkok’s first foals in 2023. They 
are strong, correct and attractive foals, very much 
in his likeness. I am looking forward to selling his 
first foals bred for the flat and think people will be 
very surprised at how precocious they are, and 
they could be buying themselves the winner of the 
‘Bangkok Bonus’!

On the farm we had a very busy 2023 stud season, 
we foaled 110 mares and covered 130. It goes 
without saying that I can’t do any of this without 
the support of a great team of staff, family and very 
loyal clients. I look forward to seeing many of you 
during the season and and I wish you all the best 
for 2024 and beyond.
