2. Why do you think does Paul use both the word “prayer” as well as “petition” in v18? What might be the
difference between the two?

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3. What is the most repeated word in v18? Why do you think Paul repeats this word so many times? What is his
point?

5. If God knows all things, is it really necessary for us to pray? (cf. v18; 1Sam 12:23; 2Cor 1:8-11; Philemon 22;
Jas 4:2, 5:16; 1Pet 3:12)

6. During what kind of circumstances do you find yourself most inclined to pray? What does that say about your
commitment to prayer?
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8. What does it mean to “pray in the Spirit?” (cf. Jn 4:23-24) Is this praying in tongues? Why or why not?
(cf.Rom 15:16; 1Cor 12:3; Col 1:8) Why is it necessary to pray in the Spirit? (cf. Rom 8:26-27; 15:30, Col 4:12)
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9. When Paul says: “with this in view,” what is he referring to? What is “this?"

10. How does the verbal phrase “be on the alert,” relate to the verbal phrase “pray at all times?” (cf. Matt 26:41;
Lk 22:31; Col 4:2; 1Pet 5:8)

13. In all likelihood, the letter to the Philippians was the next letter that Paul wrote. As we look at Phil 1:12-20,
what evidence can we see of God's answer to Paul’s prayer requests?
